Dear parents 
  
In the last two weeks I have had numerous photos sent to me by concerned parents regarding unsafe 
parking behaviour of our school community. Photos shared with me include: 
¶ cars parked incorrectly across two spaces on Bass Road parking by the power station 
¶ cars parked across neighbours driveways, or on the footpath 
¶ cars parked in Roanoke Way across the school driveway, or marked crossing area 
¶ cars parked in school back staff carpark and then exiting at speed down the driveway almost bowling 
over students 

¶ Cars parked both sides of Summerfield lane, blocking any visibility for children walking 
 
This total disregard for parking rules, and endangering not only your own childôs life but that of others 
cannot be tolerated, all because someone cannot be bothered to park further away from school and have 
children walk 100 metres. 
 
Please accept this email as a warning. I have no option but to request support from Auckland Transport 
and the Police who will issue tickets. Do not complain to the school when you have a fine to pay- this is 
nothing compared to the life of a child- hit by a car because they couldnôt see past a vehicle parked 
incorrectly. I do not believe in ñnaming and shamingò as some schools do when they publish photos 
identifying number plates in school newsletters, but this may be an option in the future if this recklessness 
continues.
